1. The Monthly  Doubles Tournament is open to all bowlers. 

Each team will consist of one woman and one man. 
 

2.    Handicap will be 100% from 210. Use your highest ending 
average from 2009 – 2010  season.  If no average, bowler must 
bowl scratch.  To determine a teams average for games add 
both bowlers averages together and divide by two. 
 
3. U.S.B.C. rules will apply.  Tournament director has 

the right to reject any entry.  All rule disputes will be 
determined by the tournament director. 
 

4. Richland Lanes employees are eligible to participate in 
the Doubles Tournament. 
        

 
 
5. Entry Fee: $35.00 per team ($17.50 per person).  The 

Prize fund will be returned 100%.  Pay off ratio of at least 
1 prize for every 4 entries.  Entry fee breakdown:  Prize  
fee = $18.00,  Bowling fee = $15.00,  Expense fee = $2.00. 
 

6. Bowling out of turn or out of sequence or on the wrong  
Lane will be replayed. 

 
7. Any teams average can be re-rated at the discretion of the

No bowler should 
throw two consecutive balls.

BAKER 9-PIN NO-TAP 
 

“Baker style” doubles.  Bowlers alternate frames.  Plus: 
knock down 9 pins on your first ball and it counts as a strike. 
The women will throw the first complete frame with the man  
throwing the second complete frame.  Play continues like this 
throughout the game.

TEAMS THAT “TURKEY” WIN A PRIZE 

 

Regular Bowling  “Scotch Doubles” any team that can “Turkey”
